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Penerimaan mitos perkosaan adalah salah satu prediktor sikap yang penting terkait kekerasan seksual.
Paparan humor seksisjugadinilai dapat meningkatkan penerimaan mitos perkosaan individu terutama laki-
laki yang memiliki seksisme bermusuhan yang tinggi. Penelitian ini melihat humor seksis terhadap
penerimaan mitos perkosaan yang dimoderasi oleh seksime bermusuhan pada mahasiswa/i di tiga Perguruan
Tinggi di Jakarta. Penelitian kuantitatif dengan desain cross-sectional survey. Sampel penelitian ini adalah
178 mahasiswali S1. Alat ukur yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah skala 22-item updated Illinois
Rape Myth Acceptance (UIRMA), 11-item subskala Hostile Sexism dari skala Ambivalent Sexism Inventory
(ASI), dan stimulus humor seksis dan humor non-seksis. Hasil penelitian ini menunjukan bahwa paparan
humor seksis memberikan efek signifikan secara langsung terhadap rape myth acceptance, dan dikuatkan
mel al uiseksisme kebencian. Selain itu, mahasiswa yang menilai humor seksis kasar menunjukkan
penerimaan mitos perkosaanyang lebih rendah dibandingkan yang menilai tidak kasar. Secara umum,
mahasiswa |aki-laki memiliki penerimaan mitos perkosaan dan seksisme bermusuhan yang lebih tinggi
daripada perempuan.

...... Rape myth acceptance is an important predictor of attitudes regarding sexual violence. Exposure to
sexist humor is also considered to increase individual acceptance of rape myths, especially men who have
high levels of hostile sexism. This research looked at the effect of sexist humor on the rape myths
acceptance moderated by hostile sexism among students at three universities in Jakarta. Quantitative
research with a cross-sectional survey design. The sample for this research was 178 undergraduate students.
The measuring instruments used in this study were the 22-item updated Illinois Rape Myth Acceptance
(UIRMA) scale, the 11-item Hostile Sexism subscale of the Ambivalent Sexism Inventory (ASl) scale, and
sexist humor and non-sexist humor stimuli. The results of this study show that exposure to sexist humor has
asignificant direct effect on rape myth acceptance, and was strengthened through hostile sexism. In
addition, students who perceived sexist humor as offensive had higher acceptance of rape myths than the
ones who did not. In general, male students have higher levels of rape myths acceptance and hostile sexism
compared to female students.
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
